A licensed adult care home dedicated to caring for those at end of life

SERVING: Persons who need a home and around-the-clock care in their last weeks and months 
of life.

HOME FEATURES: Five private rooms in a warm home environment with lovely gardens and view
of foothills. Personal care, meals, laundry and activities tailored to individual needs.

STAFF: Around-the-clock, experienced and compassionate care provided by live-in and hourly
caregivers specially trained in end of life care. Staff works closely with hospice workers and other
medical professionals to support residents and their loved ones.

 CHAPEL: A chapel in the home is available for persons of all beliefs, serving as a place for prayer
and meditation without proselytizing.

HOW THIS HOME IS DIFFERENT: There is no other 
home like Martha & Mary Home in the Portland 
community. Martha & Mary Home is not a hospital or 
inpatient care center. It is a HOME for five residents 
who live together family style. Most dying persons do 
not need acute in-patient care; rather, they need 
competent, compassionate care and presence. This is 
precisely the ministry of Martha & Mary Home: to 
provide this care so that people experience comfort, 
dignity and hope at end of life.

HOW WE WORK WITH HOSPICE: Hospice 
professionals visit people in their homes to support 
and enable family members to provide needed care. 
Hospices do not provide around-the-clock care in the 
home but make visits as needed. These hospice 
professionals visit residents In our home just as in other 
homes in the community. Martha & Mary Home staff 
work closely with hospice nurses, social workers, 
chaplains and therapists to meet the unique needs of 
each of our residents.



 

 
 
 
 

FEES: Fees for care come from private pay and Medicaid. We project that half of our residents will
pay privately and half will have low incomes and be eligible for Medicaid. Martha & Mary Ministries is
a non-pro�t 501(c)3 and will raise funds to support the home through individual gifts, bequests
grants and fundraising events.

VOLUNTEERS: Volunteers from the community serve as Compassionate Companions who sit vigil
with residents, assist with upkeep of the home, provide administrative assistance and other support.
In addition, volunteers can participate in active prayer chains for our residents.

REFERRAL PROCESS: Martha & Mary Home operator will meet with prospective resident, family
members, hospice team members, and/or health care providers.
